He played the Beatles on
his guitar, singing love songs to Cathi and his daughters. At one point or another he
spoke German, Navajo, Turkish, French, Sango, Greek, and Arabic... though he would
be quick to deny his fluency right after having a conversation in said language. He also
had a suspiciously strong grasp of Italian, Spanish, Norwegian, and any other language
he spent time around.

Christian retired from Saudi Aramco to Allyn, WA in 2016. He had seen the world and
knew the Pacific Northwest was a special place. He enjoyed his retirement by continuing
to visit new places, enjoying his golf game, watching Mariners baseball, tending his
garden, and bird watching with his miniature schnauzer Lucy.

Christian will be deeply missed by his wife of 37 years, Catherine Cornell Zunigha; two
daughters, Catherine JoAnn and Constance Grace Zunigha; brother, Curtis A. Zunigha;
and sisters Toni Smith and Cynthia Zunigha Carr. He was preceded in death by his
parents, Curtis P. and Catherine L. Zunigha.
